Recommendation:

Discussion:
California’s legislative session concluded on Monday, August 31, and Governor Newsom had
until September 30 to sign or veto bills that were passed by the Legislature.

The Subcommittee will receive a presentation summarizing California Strategies and Advocacy’s
End of Session Memo (Exhibit 1), including an overview of significant legislation sent to the
Governor for signature and policy issues addressed during the 2020 legislative session year,
including the 2020-21 State Budget, Banking and Finance, the Environment, Housing and
Homelessness, Privacy and Public Safety.

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This memorandum provides an update following the conclusion of the 2019-2020
legislative session year. The report is organized by subject area and provides an
overview of significant policy issues and legislation sent to the Governor.

The second half of the 2019-20 two-year legislative session began with high
expectations and big appetites for major budget and public policy initiatives, but
these were soon dampened by the COVID-19 pandemic and Governor Newsom's
ensuing March 19th statewide “Stay at Home” order that closed many non-
essential businesses and public facilities. The Legislature took an unscheduled
COVID-19 hiatus between March 1eth and May 3rd (the Senate returned on May
11th), and then recessed again for its Summer Recess following passage of the
state budget on June 15th.

These fits and starts forced both houses to significantly reduce their respective
bill loads and to limit legislation moving forward to just those measures (in
theory, at least) that were related to COVID-19, homelessness, wildfires and public
safety. Access to the State Capitol was significantly limited, and all committee
hearings included complicated and time-consuming “call in” options for public
testimony. The Legislature finished its work on August 3i1st, per the state’s
Constitution, and Governor Newsom was required to either sign or veto Enrolled
Bills by September 30th.

Of the 2,390 bills that were introduced in 2020, the Governor signed 457 and
vetoed 56. When compared to prior years, the number of bills he was required to
act upon was down by roughly 60%. Of the over 5,400 bills that were introduced
in the two-year session, over 3,500 ended up being shelved because of COVID-19
and the Legislature’s self-imposed restriction on non-priority bills moving
forward.

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On June 29, 2020, Governor Newsom signed the 2020-21 Budget Act —a $202.1 billion spending plan set to
strengthen emergency response, protect public health and safety, and promote economic recovery. When
the Governor's proposed his Budget in January 2020, the state was projected with a $5.6 billion surplus;
however, once the COVID Recession hit, the state was confronted with a budget deficit of $54.3 billion, as
noted in the May Revision. To reduce projected shortfalls in coming years, the Budget maintains the January
1, 2022 suspension of several ongoing programmatic expansions that were made in the 2019-20 Budget Act.
The Administration now forecasts an operating deficit of $8.7 billion in 2021-22, after accounting for reserves.

Following are key provisions of the 2020-21 Budget Act:

Strengthening Emergency Response and Protecting Public Health

The Budget includes estimated spending of $5.7 billion for COVID-19 related expenditures. The Budget also
incorporates a $716 million reserve within the Special Fund for Economic Uncertainties in response the ever-
changing conditions of the pandemic.

Protecting Public Education

In an effort to support the students and schools that have been impacted by the pandemic, the Budget
allocates $5.3 billion to mitigate learning loss. The Budget also defers to the next fiscal year roughly $12.9
billion, because a second federal stimulus package has not passed Congress. The Budget also redirects $2.3
billion to reduce school employer pension contribution rates in the next two years. Finally, the Budget
commits to making appropriations in addition to the Proposition 98 guarantee for years to come, starting in
2021-22.

Supporting Californians Facing the Greatest Hardships

The Budget allocates $600 million to Project HomeKey, for permanent housing through the purchase and
renovation of motel properties within the state, while also including $300 million to cities, counties, and
continuums of care to support efforts in reducing homelessness.

Promoting Economic Recovery

In efforts to support small businesses during California's economic recovery, $75 million is allocated to
mitigate loan loss and reduce the cost for small businesses to address federal assistance gaps. The Budget
also expands the $800 Minimum Franchise Tax exemption for first-year corporations and makes available for
all businesses.

Balanced Approach to Closing the Budget Gap

To address the $54.3 million budget deficit, the Budget is balanced by utilizing the following steps: drawing
from reserves in the Rainy Day Fund, Safety Net Reserve, and the Public School System Stabilization
Account; triggers for the budget to be restored if federal funds are received by October 15; relief provided by
federal funds; increase in revenues by suspending corporate net operating losses and limiting incentive
credits; borrowing and transferring money from the Special Fund; deferrals from K-14 education; and, the
cancellation of multiple program expansions.

CALIFORNIA STRATEGIES
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California currently has twenty-five public health labs that are testing samples for COVID-19. As of October 6,
2020, there has been a total of 831,225 positive cases and 16,228 fatalities in California. Overall, the state had a
2.4% positivity rate, and both hospitalization and ICU rates have dropped significantly. The California
Department of Public Health has found that Latinos, African Americans and Native Hawaiians and Pacific
Islanders are dying at disproportionately higher levels, with more males than females, in line with national
trends.

Governor Newsom began holding daily press conferences in March of 2020 to inform the public about what
the Administration is doing to combat coronavirus and highlighting data from health officials. The Governor
has continued to host almost daily press conferences, to highlight actions to combat recent California
wildfires, Climate Change and coronavirus pandemic issues. Governor Newsom has since issued numerous
Executive Orders in response to COVID-19 related issues, including efforts to support the workforce, small
businesses, and homeless, among many other topics.

The COVID-19 pandemic prompted mass layoffs and business closures, following the Stay at Home orders
across the nation and state in mid-March. Prior to the COVID-19 created recession, California’s
unemployment rate was at 3.9%. It then skyrocketed to a record 13.5% in July and fell to 11.4% in September.
According to a report by the California Economic Development Department, August was the first month
since March that joblessness was below the 12.3% mark that California reached during the Great Recession
(2007-2009). In total, more than 428,856 jobs were negatively impacted by COVID-19 in California since
March of 2020. With the recent reopening of many counties throughout the state, it was reported that
employers hired 83,500 workers in July and an additional 101,900 positions in September.

California has since resumed some business operations under a new reopening framework, in which COVID-
19 positivity rates and case rates dictate which business sectors are allowed to reopen in a County. The new
state Tiering system is set out as follows:

Tier 1 (Purple) | Widespread - Most nonessential indoor business operations are closed.
Tier 2 (Red)| Substantial - Some nonessential indoor business operations are closed.
Tier 3 (Orange) | Moderate - Some business operations can open with modifications.
Tier 4 (Yellow) | Minimal - Most business operations can open with modifications.

The Legislature also gut and amended many bills in light of the pandemic. The following are two bills that
were signed by the Governor relating to COVID-19:

AB 685 (Reyes) COVID-19: imminent hazard to employees: exposure: notification: serious violations.

This bill requires employers to provide written notice and instructions to employees who may have been
exposed to COVID-19 at their worksite and enhances the Division of Occupational Health and Safety's
(Cal/OSHA\) ability to enforce health and safety standards to prevent workplace exposure to and spread of
COVID-19.

Status: Approved by the Governor. Chaptered by Secretary of State - Chapter 84, Statutes of 2020.

AB 3088 (Chiu) Tenancy: rental payment default: mortgage forbearance: state of emergency: COVID-19.
This bill establishes a moratorium on evictions for non-payment of rent due to COVID-19 financial hardship,
subject to numerous conditions, until January 31, 2021.

Status: Approved by the Governor. Chaptered by Secretary of State- Chapter 37, Statutes of 2020

SB 1159 (Hill) Workers' compensation: COVID-19: critical workers.

The bill would require an employee to exhaust their paid sick leave benefits and meet specified certification
requirements before receiving any temporary disability benefits or, for police officers, firefighters, and others
a leave of absence.

Status: Approved by the Governor. Chaptered by Secretary of State. Chapter 85, Statutes of 2020.

BANKING & FINANCE

The Governor's proposed May Revise to the budget included substantial cuts to compensate for the
anticipated fiscal impact of the recession caused by the COVID-19. The funding allocated to revamping the
California Department of Business Oversight (DBO) was adopted in the budget, but the trailer bill providing
the department with significant oversight, rule making, enforcement and examination authority relating to
consumer financial law, did not pass.

The proposed trailer bill was amended into a policy vehicle introduced by Assemblymember Monique Limén
(D-Santa Barbara). AB 1864 (Limén) tasked the DBO, with overseeing consumer protection in financial
industry, by reorganizing the DBO and clarifying their authority to enforce provisions of the federal Dodd-
Frank Wall Street Consumer Financial Protection Act of 2010.

Additional bills signed by the Governor impacting consumer financial service providers in California are SB
908 (Wieckowski) which will require debt collectors to be licensed beginning January 1, 2022, and AB 376

(Stone), which prohibits a person from engaging in a business servicing student loans without having a
license.

ENVIRONMENT

On September 23rd, Governor Newsom announced his plan to aggressively tackle the state’s use of fossil
fuels by issuing an executive order requiring the sale of all new passenger vehicles to be zero-emission by
2035. The California Air Resources Board is now tasked with developing regulations mandating that all in-
state auto sales of new vehicles are zero-emission. This target is noted to achieve more than a 35% reduction
in greenhouse gas emissions and an 80% improvement in oxides of nitrogen emissions from vehicles.

On October 7th, Governor Newsom signed another Climate Change related executive order which joins
California with 38 countries to support the global effort to achieve protection for 30% of the planet by 2030.
What this means for California is a goal to preserve 30% of its land and coastal areas by 2030. The order
directs state agencies to develop strategies around storing carbon in the state's natural and working lands,
while removing it from the atmosphere. The California Natural Resources Agency is tasked with forming a
California Biodiversity Collaborative to bring together experts, leaders and communities in pursuing a
unified approach to protecting biodiversity to support the 30 by 30 goal.

The Governor is also requesting that the Legislature end the issuance of new hydraulic fracturing “fracking”
permits by 2024. According to the state Department of Conservation, 638 of the 61,682 active oil and gas
wells in California use hydraulic fracturing, and between 2005 and 2015, about 20% of production in
California came from wells that used fracking. The Legislature has continued to have this fight over the
years, in which the environmentalists note that it is an important step forward to protect human and wildlife
health, where those backing the oil and gas industry argue that thousands will lose their jobs and
livelihoods.

In 2019, Senator Ben Allen (D-Santa Monica) and Assemblymember Lorena Gonzalez (D-San Diego)
introduced two bills to reduce the amount of single-use plastics and waste generated in California by
requiring the packaging of products to be recyclable or compostable. In tandem, SB 54 (Allen) and AB 1080
(Gonzalez) called for CalRecycle to develop a strategy that would aid in the state's goal of a 75% reduction of
single-use plastics by 2032. Supporters of these legislative measures noted that the reduction of single-use
plastics was a step in the right direction in protecting the environment and wildlife. The opposition argued
that the implementation timelines and terms were not practical and expressed concerns about providing
CalRecycle with the authority to impose new mandates. According to the Assembly Appropriations
Committee, CalRecyle estimated an initial cost of approximately $6.4 million and a reoccurring annual cost
of $6.3 million. Ultimately, SB 54 (Allen) and AB 1080 (Gonzalez) died in the respective houses by not
receiving the appropriate number of votes to move forward.

On a local level, Assemblymember Tasha Boerner Horvath (D-Encinitas) introduced AB 1426, a bill placing
restrictions on street, road, and highway development in and around a specified area protecting the San
Onofre State Beach and Richard H. and Donna O'Neill Conservancy. While there was no opposition recorded,
supporters of AB 1426 (Boerner Horvath) claimed that this bill would protect important coastal and
recreational land. AB 1426 (Boerner Horvath) was approved and signed by the Governor on September 25,
2020.

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HOUSING & HOMELESSNESS

Housing and homelessness continued to be top priorities for Governor Newsom and the Legislature in 2020.
Amidst the COVID-19 crisis and a truncated legislative session, several housing and homelessness measures
were enacted by the Legislature and sent to the Governor.

In the 2020-21 budget, the Governor and Legislature agreed to include $600 million for Project Homekey, a
program that provides monetary grants to cities, counties, community organizations and tribes to purchase
and develop permanent housing solutions for homeless adults and youths in their coommunities. Following
the enactment of the budget, these local groups filed grant applications with the Governor's office, and over
$400 million has been released so far for these local permanent housing projects.

AB 725 (Wicks) General plans: housing element: moderate-income and above moderate-income housing:
suburban and metropolitan jurisdictions.

The bill would require that at least 25% of a metropolitan jurisdiction’s share of the regional housing need for
above moderate-income housing be allocated to sites with zoning that allows at least 4 units of housing.
The bill would also exclude unincorporated areas from this prohibition and would include related legislative
findings.

Status: Approved by the Governor. Chaptered by Secretary of State - Chapter 193, Statutes of 2020.

AB 831 (Grayson) Planning and zoning: housing: development application modifications.

The bill makes changes to the process for development projects approved by the streamlined, ministerial
process created by SB 35 (Wiener), Chapter 366, Statutes of 2017. The change provides a path to modify
approved development projects prior to the issuance of the final building permit required for construction,
including provisions on how local governments must treat such an application for a modification. This bill
also specifies how local governments must approve and construct public improvements provided in
conjunction with the streamlined, ministerial development project in a manner that would not inhibit, chill,
or preclude the development.

Status: Approved by the Governor. Chaptered by Secretary of State - Chapter 194, Statutes of 2020.

AB 1561 (Garcia) Planning and zoning: density bonuses: annual report: affordable housing.

This bill would authorize an analysis, at the department’s discretion, of those constraints upon housing for
persons with a characteristic identified by a specified provision of the Unruh Civil Rights Act.

Status: Approved by the Governor. Chaptered by Secretary of State - Chapter 195, Statutes of 2020.

AB 1851 (Wicks) Religious institution affiliated housing development projects: parking requirements.

This bill allows a religious institution to develop an affordable housing project at a place of worship owned
by the religious institution even if the development requires the religious institution to reduce the number
of religious-use parking spaces available at the place of worship.

Status: Approved by the Governor. Chaptered by Secretary of State - Chapter 196, Statutes of 2020.

AB 2345 (Gonzalez) Planning and zoning: density bonuses: annual report: affordable housing.

This bill would require that the annual report include specified information regarding density bonuses
granted in accordance with specified law, as described.

Status: Approved by the Governor. Chaptered by Secretary of State - Chapter 197, Statutes of 2020.

AB 2405 (Burke) Right to safe, decent, and affordable housing.

The bill would make these provisions operative on January 1, 2026, and would make implementation of
these provisions subject to an appropriation of funds in the annual Budget Act for these purposes.
Status: Vetoed by the Governor - Veto message can be found here.

HOUSING & HOMELESSNESS

AB 3088 (Chiu) Tenancy: rental payment default: mortgage forbearance: state of emergency: COVID-19.
This bill establishes a moratorium on evictions for non-payment of rent due to COVID-19 financial hardship,
subject to numerous conditions, until January 31, 2021.

Status: Approved by the Governor. Chaptered by Secretary of State- Chapter 37, Statutes of 2020.

AB 3182 (Ting) Housing: governing documents: rental or leasing of separate interests: accessory dwelling
units.

This bill requires common interest developments (CIDs) to allow at least 25% of owners to rent or lease out
their units.

Status: Approved by the Governor. Chaptered by Secretary of State - Chapter 198, Statutes of 2020.

SB 288 (Wiener) California Environmental Quality Act: exemptions: transportation-related projects.

This bill exempts from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), until 2023, various transit-related
projects such as pedestrian and bicycle facilities projects, transit prioritization projects, and projects for the
institution or increase of new bus rapid transit, bus, or light rail service on existing public rights-of-way or
existing highway rights-of-way.

Status: Approved by the Governor. Chaptered by Secretary of State. Chapter 200, Statutes of 2020.

SB 1079 (Skinner) Residential property: foreclosure.

This bill, until January 1, 2026, would require the notice of sale also to contain a specified notice to a tenant
regarding the tenant’s potential right to purchase a property containing from 1to 4 single-family residences
pursuant to a process the bill would prescribe.

Status: Approved by the Governor. Chaptered by Secretary of State. Chapter 202, Statutes of 2020.

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PRIVACY

Following enactment of the California Consumer Privacy Act (CCPA) in 2018, there were several efforts to
move clarifying amendments in the two-year 2019-20 legislative session. Most of these measures failed
because of opposition from consumer groups who did not want to see the CCPA weakened, or from
business groups who did not want the CCPA expanded. On a parallel track, the Attorney General's CCPA rule
making package, which clarified certain terms and provisions of the CCPA, was approved by the Office of
Administrative Law on August 14, 2020.

In early 2020, Alastair MacTaggart, the principal architect and driver of the CCPA in the 2018 legislative
session, having become frustrated with the inability of the legislature to cure certain deficiencies in CCPA,
drafted and qualified a consumer privacy ballot measure—the Californians Privacy Rights Act (CPRA)—that
will be on the November 3rd Election Ballot as Proposition 24.

During the drafting process, MacTaggart and Senate Majority Leader Bob Hertzberg met with both
consumer and business stakeholders to attempt to cure certain sections of the CCPA that all sides could
agree with. This effort failed to gain complete consensus, but was successful enough to remove opposition
from many of the major businesses and tech companies. Several consumer groups remain opposed and
have mounted a not-well-financed No on 24 campaign. MacTaggart's own Yes on 24 is leading in the polls
so far and has garnered the support of former Democratic Presidential candidate, Andrew Yang.

AB 713 (Mullin) California Consumer Privacy Act of 2018.

This urgency measure would establish new exemptions from the California Consumer Privacy Act (CCPA)
with regard to certain types of medical information, including medical information collected as part of
regulated research activities, and for business associates of covered entities subject to the Health Insurance
Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA).

Status: Approved by the Governor. Chaptered by Secretary of State - Chapter 172, Statutes of 2020.

AB 1138 (Gallagher) Social media: the Parent’s Accountability and Child Protection Act.
This bill deems a business to have actual knowledge of a consumer's age if it willfully
disregards the consumer's age.

Status: Vetoed by the Governor - Veto message can be found here.

AB 1281 (Chau) Privacy: California Consumer Privacy Act of 2018.

This bill extends, contingent on the voters not approving a specified ballot proposition at the November 3,
2020, statewide general election, the sunset dates by one year on two exemptions in the California
Consumer Privacy Act (CCPA) for certain personal information (Pl) collected by employers and collected in
connection with business transactions and communications.

Status: Approved by the Governor. Chaptered by Secretary of State - Chapter 268, Statutes of 2020.

SB 980 (Umberg) Privacy: genetic testing companies.

This bill establishes the Genetic Information Privacy Act, providing additional protections for genetic data by
regulating the collection, use, maintenance, and disclosure of such data.

Status: Vetoed by the Governor - Veto message can be found here.

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PUBLIC SAFETY

California lawmakers have been focused on introducing legislation regarding police reform and use of force
over the past several years. In the wake of the recent killing of George Floyd, an Africa-American man who
died in police custody by excessive use of force, several bills were introduced to reform policing and advance
criminal justice reform.

Following many nationwide demonstrations and protests, Governor Newsom committed to working toward
a statewide standard for policing peaceful protests and ending the carotid hold.

AB 1196 (Gipson) Peace officers: use of force.

This bill would prohibit a law enforcement agency from authorizing the use of a carotid restraint or a choke
hold.

Status: Approved by the Governor. Chaptered by Secretary of State - Chapter 324, Statutes of 2020.

AB 1299 (Salas) Peace officers: employment.
